Compression Springs

There are two types of compression spring. Both were specified to be 12.5mm nominal, un-compressed length with an internal diameter of 3.4mm. A quick check has shown that they comply. The forces shown are those exerted when the spring is compressed to the length shown in the first column.  They become solid at about 2.7mm.
